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At a cost of $1.3 billion, a road is being built to link Peruvian ports across the Andes to the rain forests of Peru and Brazil.  Hailed as one of the largest civil-engineering projects in Peruvian history, the TransOceanica will give access to the beautiful selva and link Peru and Brazil.  But environmentalists fear that it will open Amazon resources to voracious Asian markets.  The author, film maker, and past-chairman of the Society, Tony Morrison, knows the region and its wildlife well and has been observing progress of this megaproject.  
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
